Those who now deal with ESG and establish sustainable process-
es in their corporate context make themselves fit for the future. 
At the same time, ESG is often used as an empty phrase. ESG then does not serve to overcome the 
existing challenges, but is merely intended to help companies appear ecologically and socially 
responsible. We then speak of greenwashing. 
The ADeKo conference is not in danger of falling into the greenwashing trap. The topics prepared 
are too broad. This also makes it possible to look beyond the narrower horizon. A lot of space is 
also given to the more technical topic of hydrogen. This combination ensures that you have to put 
butter on the fish and cannot make excuses.
A topic like ESG is worth looking at from different perspectives. One of ADeKo's strengths is that 
topics can be examined from both a German and a Korean perspective. The conference thus has 
the potential to make a good contribution to the discussion of and establishment of ESG. I 
therefore very much welcome the fact that ADeKo has chosen this topic as the leitmotif of its first 
conference after two years of the Corona pandemic.
